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Abstract. Introduction. One of the main requirements for modern higher education is the idea
of what should be a modern person, a professional person, whose purpose, role in society, what
order for her education, what expectations of education from the person, society.

Presenting main material. Educational activity appears as a process of self-knowledge, self-
education of those who study, and the social environment in which they are located. Under such
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conditions, learning focuses on the cultural transformation of the individual, and not only on its
social adaptation. It is well known that the competence approach involves the orientation of the
educational process to the formation and development of the key (basic, basic) and substantive
competencies of the individual.

The application of a competent approach in the educational process of higher educational
institutions involves conducting competency classes that take into account the interests and needs of
students, develop the motivational, emotional, volitional spheres of higher education graduates -
create an educational field, the elements of which is a motivational, content, technological
component.

Competent approach requires reconsideration of positions by a teacher of higher education.
He becomes the "coordinator” and "mentor", and not the direct source of knowledge. Changing the
professional position of a scientific and pedagogical worker leads to the fact that the applicant of
higher education acts as a partner in the learning process.

Conclusions The educational field of competency classes, created on the basis of a competent
approach, promotes awareness of the goal of the higher education student, the motivation for
effective educational activity; developing the ability to organize their learning activities; select the
necessary knowledge; work on a well-grounded plan that leads to the goal; carry out monitoring
and self-monitoring; realize their educational activity and strive for its improvement.
