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Abstract. Introduction. Folk religious beliefs are an important component of the
consciousness of the people and its traditional culture, which is connected with the ancient notions
of the supernatural-divine origin of the world and the existence of human in it. The questions of
manifestations of folk religiosity in the ethno-cultural tradition of Ukrainians in general and the
calendar ceremonies of the winter cycle in particular belongs to those interesting actual scientific
problems, which today remain little and insufficiently researched, especially in ethnological
science.

Purpose. The purpose of the work is to outline the main aspects of the study of folk Christian
religiosity in the system of the winter cycle of traditional calendar ceremonies of Ukrainians and to
substantiate the need for the continuation of studies on the problem of linking Ukrainian ethno-
cultural tradition with the religious (actually Christian-religious) worldview of the people and the
need to study, reconstruct forms of folk religiousness and to introduce in the scientific circulation of
modern ethnology and folklore studies texts of the calendar ceremonies of the winter cycle, in
which manifestations of Ukrainian Christian religiosity are reflected.

Results. At the present time, in the living memory of the people some of the specific forms of
folk religiousness, as our field surveys showed, there are very few and, most of all, fragmentary —
some ritual-customary acts, associated with them texts (mainly folklore), information about
supernatural, about miracles, beliefs and conceptions about these supernatural phenomena, etc.

Originality. The scientific novelty of the work mainly consists in substantiating the
continuation of studies on the problem of linking the Ukrainian ethno-cultural tradition with folk
religious outlook, in outlining the main aspects of the study of folk religiosity in the system of the
winter cycle of calendar ritual of Ukrainians.

Conclusion. The work in this direction will allow us to prepare a generalized ethnological
and folkloristic study of folk Christian religiosity in the system of traditional calendar rituals of
winter cycle of Ukrainians; study a number of issues that left out of the attention of previous
researchers. On the basis of the comparative analysis of specific forms of folk religion,
characteristic manifestations of the dynamics of folklore text and peculiar transformation, the
development of ancient traditional beliefs and conceptions of good and evil, sin and punishment, sin
and repentance, as well as the end of the world or its "renewal", coming antichrist and others. Such
a study would introduce into the scientific circulation of modern ethnology and folklore a
significant archival and new field material.
